This does not apply for Preliminary Championships.

*A preliminary championship will be incorporated into each Craobh Comortas from Under 9 up to and
including under 16 years age groups where there is a minimum of 5 competitors eligible for the preliminary
championship. To be eligible for the preliminary championship, dancers must have a) never previously won an
open championship judged by 3 or more adjudicators, b) not have won 3 or more preliminary championships
judged by 3 or more adjudicators. Preliminary championship Results will be based on 2 rounds, and will be
given before each Open Championship result.

It is imperative that Preliminary dancers are identified at time of entry.
